Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification that is distinguished from other classifications in its specialized work.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Operate, maintain and calibrate polygraph instruments. 

2. Conduct polygraph examinations, intensive pre-test interviews and post-test interrogations.

3. Write legally admissible statements on all examinations.
4. Schedule and review cases. 

5. Dictate examination results, review report data and maintain polygraph files.

6. Interact with detectives and prosecutors on court testimony. 

7. Prepare to provide expert testimony in King County District and Superior Court.

8. Perform other duties as assigned.
