Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include inspecting, maintaining, repairing and modifying play areas. Incumbents in this classification provide input on the design and installation of new play areas and ensure additions are in compliance with specifications.  
Distinguishing Characteristics
This is a single-level classification and differs from other classifications by its responsibility for ensuring that King County play areas are installed, maintained and inspected according to established safety guidelines.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Conduct inspections of play areas to ensure safety and compliance with specifications and guidelines; disassemble and visually inspect wear points; inspect main structure footings, beams, walls and decks; inspect soft surface materials; update master inspection guides and forms and ensure timely replacement.

2. Submit and file monthly inspection reports; identify immediate hazards to user safety and course of action to repair; prioritize problems for scheduling and budget purposes; communicate with other personnel regarding playground safety. 

3. Perform general preventive maintenance and repairs of play structures and related areas; identify repairs to be made; prioritize and schedule repairs; estimate costs for labor and materials; contact vendors and order replacement parts; install parts to specifications and document repairs.

4. Install new play areas and additions.

5. Provide input to operations budget regarding specific repairs to play areas. 

6. Review blueprints of new play areas; attend pre-construction and final acceptance meetings with architects and contractors to accept new play areas. 

7. Investigate and respond to citizen complaints or injury claims.

8. Process purchase orders, work requests, inspection forms, equipment maintenance records, accident and injury reports and time sheets.

9. Perform other duties as assigned.
