Class Summary

The responsibilities of this class are to serve as the technical expert for land mobile radio systems and other electronic equipment, including the 800 MHz trunked radio communications system and digital microwave.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and is distinguished from other classifications in that the incumbent is required to possess a high level of practical and theoretical knowledge of electronics, especially in the area of wireless communications systems, and of 800 MHz trunked communications systems and digital microwave. The incumbent is required to develop and present proposals to customers and potential customers and to serve in a lead position as needed.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform as technical expert for land mobile radio systems and other electronic equipment, especially the 800 MHz trunked communications system and digital microwave.

2. Utilize computer software to perform system diagnostics, interpret results, document changes in equipment layout and wiring schematics; provide technical direction to technical staff to effect rapid repair, and provide support for the WAN network which controls the trunked radio system.

3. Conduct needs analysis, design solutions, and prepare and deliver proposals to actual and potential customers.

4. Determine required systems support and repair action needed on mobile, portable and base station radios, microwave and multiplex terminals and emergency power systems.

5. Participate in the installation of base stations, antenna systems, microwave equipment and various other accessories and auxiliary equipment associated with government radio systems and electronics.

6. Maintain accurate records concerning work orders, labor hours, equipment preventive maintenance, repair and modification of equipment and facilities.
7. Perform other duties as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Extensive knowledge of 800 MHz trunked communications system and digital microwave
Knowledge of advanced electronic theory, troubleshooting procedures, computer programming, microprocessors, Time Division Multiple Access (TDMA), Pulse Code Modulation (PCM), and a variety of modulation/time domain technology
Knowledge of the operation of electronics test and diagnostic equipment
Knowledge of the Federal Communication Commission rules and regulations on land mobile radio and microwave systems
Knowledge of the installation, operation, maintenance, and repair of all types of communications and electronic equipment, especially land mobile equipment
Knowledge of safety and technical practices
Knowledge of records and record keeping procedures concerning radio systems
Knowledge of mobile, portable and base station radios, microwave and multiplex terminals and emergency power systems
Knowledge of communications programs for remote diagnostic and computer programs
