Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include serving as the shift or section commander with operational authority over facility operations during an assigned shift.  These responsibilities include overseeing the day-to-day operations during an assigned shift and the supervision of staff through subordinate supervisory staff.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the third level within a four-level Corrections Officer classification series.  This classification is distinguished from the Facility Commander in that this classification oversees the daily operations of a designated unit within a detention facility through subordinate supervisory staff. The Facility Commander classification is responsible for the daily operations of all areas of a detention facility. 

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Oversee the supervision of assigned corrections staff including scheduling, roster management, overtime management, and providing training and development.


2. Oversee the security, operation and maintenance of a correctional facility during an assigned shift or for a work unit.

3. Investigate staff misconducts and oversee preliminary investigations of alleged criminal actions.

4. Identify, recommend and implement administrative changes or modifications in operating procedures. 

5. Prepare reports and respond to potential breaches of security.

6. Coordinate response to situations of potentially volatile or dangerous nature to maintain and restore order within the facility.

7. Supervise emergency response-plan implementation procedures and processes. 

8. Testify in court proceedings.
9. Perform other duties as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

Knowledge and demonstrated experience in the application of the principles and practices of modern law-enforcement operations, security standards, correctional standards, and administration of security standards

Knowledge and demonstrated experience in the application of legal terminology, criminal and correctional law regarding detention, arrest procedures, use of force, search and seizure, rules of evidence, and court proceedings
Knowledge of the geographical and judicial areas of King County region
Knowledge and demonstrated experience in the operation of the instruments and equipment used in crime prevention, detention, and law enforcement tactics used in maintaining order in a correctional facility and the inmates who reside within the facility
Knowledge of financial management techniques to manage staffing expenditures
Knowledge of basic mathematical calculations

Knowledge of human-resource management techniques and principles
Skill in working under stressful conditions and having contact with aggressive and/or confrontational individuals

Corrections Officer Training Academy certificate

Applicants may be gun qualified, depending on assignment
Applicants must pass a background check
Additional licenses, certifications and other requirements determined to be necessary to meet the business needs of the employing unit may be required.
