	TRANSIT MAINTENANCE SIGNAGE SPECIALIST



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include installing, maintaining and repairing signage at transit facilities, properties and bus zones.
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first of a two-level Maintenance Signage Specialist classification series.  Work involves installation, maintenance and repair of varied transit signage at transit bases, park-n-ride lots, and bus zones, and other facilities and properties.  Work includes painting and maintaining bus zoning curbing, removing graffiti from signage and transit infrastructure, and performing grounds maintenance around signage areas and transit properties.  Work also includes operating a variety of hand and power tools and equipment, and maintaining automated and manual records of work performed.  Work may require performing incidental work in other building trades as required.  Work requires providing varied support and performing a variety of duties as assigned during adverse weather events or other emergencies.  Work is performed independently under the general supervision of a Lead Transit Maintenance Signage Specialist and a higher-level facility maintenance supervisor.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Drive and operate a variety of vehicles when performing work assignments located throughout the county.

2. Install, maintain, repair and remove transit signage at bus zones, park-and-ride lots, transit centers, bus bases and a variety of other transit facilities and properties.

3. Update and change out signage associated with service changes and modifications.

4. Install, maintain and remove transit information displays, kiosks, information holders, bus flags and posts, and similar items.

5. Perform all aspects of curb maintenance and painting; perform grounds clean up; pressure wash and paint associated structures as required.

6. Clean and remove graffiti from a variety of transit signage and signage devices.
7. Pickup and deliver signage material to outside agencies.

8. Perform varied semi-skilled carpentry, painting, and masonry work required for bus zone maintenance and minor repair duties.

9. Maintain varied records including work performed, time spent, materials used, operating logs and related information; enter and extract data using automated systems; maintain manual records as required.
10. Perform other duties as assigned.
