Class Summary
The responsibilities of this classification include implementation of the integrated Vegetation Management Program for right of way vegetation. Incumbents in this position are responsible for selecting and applying vegetation control measures and maintaining related records.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification and differs from other classifications by its responsibility for the Vegetation Management Program.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)
1. Implement the integrated Vegetation Management Program for right of way vegetation including selecting proper vegetation control measures from among mechanical, cultural, biological and chemical options.

2. Select and apply appropriate herbicides to inhibit germination of vegetation to unimproved shoulders; control noxious weeds on right of way by distributing the bio-control agents or herbicide application; monitor the progress of the bio-agents.

3. Operate and perform routine maintenance of a variety of equipment including computerized spray truck; maintain application records on computerized databases; implement the integrated vegetation management plan.

4. Develop and implement vegetation and erosion-control procedures for excavating road side and sites; select appropriate vegetation and use a variety of planting methods, including a hydro-seeder; operate and maintain a hydro-seeder.

5. Control noxious weeds on right of way by distributing the bio-control agents or herbicide application; monitor the progress of the bio-agents. 

6. Evaluate dangerous trees, implement corrective action and authorize payment for vendor work.

7. Inspect vendor’s work for contractual compliance when beautifying strip landscape along arterials and other areas. Authorize payment for vendor work.

8. Write specifications and procure equipment, vendor services and chemicals used in vegetation control, contract mowing, high-level tree trimming and beautification tree trimming.

9. Deal directly with the public regarding sensitive pesticide and environmental issues.
10. Perform other duties as assigned.
