Class Summary 

The responsibilities of this classification include skilled maintenance, repair and upgrades of Light Rail operating facilities, supporting systems and equipment.  Responsibilities also include the coordination and oversight of the work performed by outside contractors working in an assortment of crafts and engaged in a variety of building and systems maintenance, repair and enhancement.  
Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level, journey classification.  Rail Facilities Mechanics maintain and repair Light Rail’s operating facilities as well as install, maintain and repair systems and equipment throughout the Light Rail system.  Work includes fulfilling a comprehensive preventive maintenance schedule and performing day-to-day maintenance and repair work.  Responsibilities also include coordinating and overseeing the work of outside contractors to ensure work is performed in compliance with contract specifications, recognized practices and applicable codes.  Incumbents work in high places from mechanical lift devices and use common and specialized tools and equipment to perform inspection, maintenance and repair tasks. Incumbents in this classification do not have supervisory responsibilities although they do review and coordinate the work performed by outside contractors.
Examples of Duties (May vary by position)
1. Maintain all public and operating facilities, equipment and associated components under the management of Light Rail including maintaining and repairing a variety of plumbing, HVAC, tool, vehicle wash, tunnel and associated systems and equipment.
2. Perform a variety of preventive maintenance functions and service checks on facilities, buildings and equipment; develop specifications for and purchase new equipment and materials.
3. Perform a variety of painting, plumbing, carpentry and related building trades work; read, interpret and apply blueprints and other drawings; maintain work records and complete work requests. 
4. Install, maintain, repair and modify equipment and system assemblies; install, attach or brace appurtenances to buildings, walls, ceilings and floors.
5. Design, layout and fabricate various metal components, parts or fixtures used in the repair, maintenance and modification of facilities, buildings and equipment; perform shop and field welding, layout, cutting and fitting; operate a variety of welding and burning equipment.
6. Plan, schedule and coordinate activities and work with other trades, divisions and outside agencies and contractors; inspect work completed by contractors. 

7. Perform testing of backflow devices; perform lock and security system maintenance, repair and modification.
8. Setup work zone traffic control areas; flag track way to provide safe rail work zones.
9. Assist other trades as necessary; operate company assigned vehicles; perform snow and ice removal.  
10. Perform other duties as assigned.

Skill in reviewing, coordinating and overseeing the work of others

Washington State Driver’s License
Backflow Tester Certification and Seattle Fire Department Sprinkler System certification within 90 days of appointment.
Forklift, Aerial Lift, and First-Aid/CPR certifications.
Work from high places from mechanical lift devices, indoors and outdoors and in inclement weather may be required.
