	COMMUNITY LIAISON / INTERVENTION SPECIALIST



Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include providing face-to-face intensive outreach and intervention services to youths identified as being involved in street gang-related activities and lifestyles. Duties include building good relations between the community and the King County Police and helping youths stay in school.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a single-level classification that is distinguished from other classifications in that incumbents perform specialized duties related to working with youths identified as being involved in street gangs.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Learn assigned community culture and needs; work with law enforcement officers familiar with the community.

2. Act as consultant to school districts in King County, community organizations, and administrators on issues that impact safety and security and minimize gang activities.

3. Create and implement specialized activities that promote positive behavior/lifestyles.

4. Provide face-to-face counseling to youth and family to identify and handle at-risk youth.

5. Provide awareness, diversity and youth-at-risk training to school personnel, County Department of Youth Services staff, and social service agencies.

6. Act as liaison between at-risk youth, caseworkers, schools, police and community.

7. Facilitate and support life-skills groups for youths making the transition from at-risk activities.

8. Receive and make referrals to community-based associations.

9. Provide interpretation and/or translation services to assigned community.

10. Represent the police department’s gang unit at various meetings and committees.

11. Maintain a relationship with ethnic/culturally diverse individuals and professionals.

12. Coordinate and facilitate community meetings and community activities.

13. Act as an advocate for the police department within the assigned community.
14. Perform other duties as assigned.
