Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include assisting in planning, organizing and monitoring crew and equipment involved in the installation and maintenance of traffic control signs and traffic roadway striping.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the third level in a three-level Sign and Marking series and is distinguished from the other levels because incumbents plan, schedule and supervise crews involved in installing and maintaining traffic control signs.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Supervise the installation and maintenance of traffic control signs, thermal pavement markings and roadway striping.

2. Inspect work performed and submit reports to maintain records.

3. Investigate, resolve or refer citizen requests and complaints.

4. Plan and schedule, in conjunction with the supervisor, work to be performed, amount of labor required, and equipment needs.

5. Lay out and oversee emergency road closures.

6. Evaluate new materials, equipment and procedures.
7. Perform other duties as assigned.
