Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include maintaining emergency and planned road closures and conducting annual night reflectivity checks of all signs.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the second level in a three-level Sign and Marking series and is distinguished from the other levels because incumbents demonstrate responsibility for maintaining emergency and planned road closures.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Install and maintain traffic signs, pavement markings and buttons and paint roadway striping.

2. Operate vehicles and equipment safely.

3. Install and maintain both planned and emergency road closure signs.

4. Perform annual night-time reflectivity checks of all signs.

5. Install and maintain signs and markings according to the Manual Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD).

6. Operate road striper (if qualified).

7. Operate thermal plastic machine.

8. Perform other duties as assigned.
