Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include installing and maintaining traffic signs, pavement markings and roadway striping.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the first level in a three-level Sign and Marking series and is distinguished from the other levels in that incumbents install and maintain traffic signs.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Safely and properly install and maintain traffic signs, pavement markings, buttons and roadway striping.

2. Perform the safe operation of vehicles and equipment.
3. Perform other duties as assigned.

Knowledge of and skill in using and maintaining paint, preparation equipment and supplies
Skill in oral and written communications
Skill in reading maps and drawings
Skill in safely operating vehicles and equipment
Skill in following oral and written instructions
