	INDUSTRIAL WASTE COMPLIANCE SPECIALIST III



Class Summary
The responsibilities of this classification include supervising a team of Industrial Waste Compliance Specialists I and II.  Incumbents plan and coordinate all compliance, cost recovery and investigative sampling for industrial discharges to the metropolitan sewer system; oversee the availability and proper maintenance of required equipment; and provide lead technical expertise on sampling methodologies and regulations.  Incumbents also plan and direct the work of their team, ensure employees are trained, measure performance, participate in hiring decisions, and recommend disciplinary actions.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is the third level in a three-level classification series.  The Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist III makes long-term policy decisions that affect the direction and goals of a major unit or activity.  Decisions are subject to few constraints other than law or policy.  Contacts are with authority sources to establish plans or to choose among alternatives.  The work performed and decisions made impact the County’s compliance with federal and state regulations, protect King County’s assets in wastewater systems, and protect the health and safety of employees of King County and other agencies.  Incumbents receive guidance from existing policy and specific goals or from instruction when no policy exists.  

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform the essential duties of an Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist II.

2. Supervise Industrial Waste Compliance Specialists I and II and other Industrial Waste personnel as assigned including measuring performance, participating in hiring decisions and recommending disciplinary actions.

3. Ensure that agency personnel and safety procedures are followed in all activities.

4. Ensure employees have adequate resources to accomplish work.
5. Provide expert technical assistance to industrial waste staff, other agency staff and industries.

6. Assist the Industrial Waste Compliance Investigator IV in industrial waste program development and planning.

7. Plan and coordinate all compliance, cost recovery and investigative sampling for industrial discharges to the metropolitan sewer system.

8. Oversee the availability and proper maintenance of required equipment.

9. Administer the Industrial Waste Program’s Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC) Programs.

10. Review federal regulations and consult with federal and state regulators on sampling methodology and revise industrial waste sampling procedures as necessary.

11. Coordinate laboratory services with the King County Environmental Laboratory and private laboratories to ensure smooth delivery of services.
12. Perform other duties as assigned.

Skill in identifying potential discharge or permit violations
Skill in identifying samples that damage instruments or that may need special handling treatment by laboratory analyst
