	INDUSTRIAL WASTE COMPLIANCE SPECIALIST II



Class Summary
The responsibilities of this classification include planning and conducting sampling and monitoring of industrial waste discharges to the sewer system to ensure compliance with national and local pretreatment standards. Incumbents in this classification also design and execute field activities for compliance monitoring and research projects; evaluate and modify sampling methods to conform with pretreatment regulations; and evaluate, operate and maintain sampling equipment.  Incumbents also generate compliance reports for permitted industrial dischargers; create and maintain sampling documentation and records; and identify, respond to and investigate complaints, spills and emergencies.

Distinguishing Characteristics
This is the second level in a three-level classification series.  The Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist II makes decisions by applying policy, safety and technical principles that ensure compliance with established local, state and federal regulations.  Contacts with others are to coordinate activities with internal and external agencies and regulatory/advisory contacts with industrial facility officials.  Work is performed independently, primarily offsite at field locations and under general supervision. The work performed impacts the County’s compliance with federal and state regulations, protects King County’s assets in wastewater systems, and protects the health and safety of employees of King County and other agencies.  Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist II differs from Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist III in that Industrial Waste Compliance Specialists III supervise a team of Industrial Waste Compliance Specialists I and II and make long-term policy decisions that affect the direction and goal of a major unit or activity.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Perform essential duties of Industrial Waste Compliance Specialists I.

2. Plan, execute, document and report on industrial waste sampling and other field measurements in accordance with federal and state regulations.

3. Review industrial pretreatment regulations and evaluate sampling methods as necessary to ensure compliance.

4. Use plans and documents related to industrial waste discharges and conveyance facilities to locate and select sample sites.

5. Evaluate and monitor industrial discharges and analytical data.  Recognize ongoing violations and report them to industry representatives and Industrial Waste Compliance Investigators.

6. Review and approve standardized industry pretreatment systems and sample sites.

7. Initiate enforcement actions; provide defensible data, documents and expert technical testimony for enforcement actions.

8. Procure sampling equipment and supplies, write justifications, seek bids and project budget needs.

9. Develop and implement Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC) measures for sampling programs.

10. Evaluate, operate, maintain, calibrate and modify complex sampling and analytical equipment.

11. Perform inspections of industries and conveyance facilities.

12. Identify, respond to, and investigate complaints, spills and emergencies.

13. Make public presentations.

14. Communicate with industrial representatives regarding sample methods, analyses, pretreatment regulations, and limits.
15. Perform other duties as assigned.
