	INDUSTRIAL WASTE COMPLIANCE SPECIALIST I



Class Summary
The responsibilities of this classification include collecting environmental and wastewater samples from field locations; preparing and conducting field tests of samples; conducting routine follow-up inspections of industrial waste dischargers; maintaining technical records; and performing a variety of routine maintenance procedures on scientific equipment.

Distinguishing Characteristics
This is the first level in a three-level classification series.  The Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist I makes decisions on sample collection and field testing and laboratory and field equipment maintenance according to established policies and procedures.  Contacts are primarily with associates in the work group and industrial representatives, primarily for the purpose of exchanging information or reporting problems.  Instructions are received on specific assignment objectives; assistance is given on unusual problems, and work products are limited in range, direction and impact on programs, operations or systems.  The work performed impacts the County’s compliance with federal and state enforcement responsibilities and regulations, public safety, cost recoverable programs, and water quality.  The Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist I differs from Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist II in that the Industrial Waste Compliance Specialist II makes decisions by applying policy, safety and technical principles that ensure compliance with local, state and federal regulations.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Collect samples of water, sewage, effluent and industrial waste from waters throughout King County using established safety and technical procedures; maintain the physical and quantitative integrity of each sample.

2. Maintain field notes and data on all samples collected; notify higher-level personnel of unusual sample results.

3. Keep required technical records; assist with data analysis and report preparation.

4. Perform routine servicing of field equipment.

5. Maintain field equipment in clean and orderly condition; enter and track maintenance data using computer programs.

6. Determine whether industrial discharges comply with federal, state and County regulations; conduct routine follow-up inspections to ensure continued compliance.

7. Assist Industrial Waste Compliance Investigators in tracing pollutants to their source.
8. Perform other duties as assigned.
Knowledge/Skills (May vary by position)

General knowledge of safety hazards associated with laboratories and environmental sampling procedures
General knowledge of sampling techniques; preservation and transportation protocol for sample types, matrices and parameters
Knowledge of environmental sciences, chemistry, mathematics and statistics
Skill in environmental sample collection or analysis
Skill in using computer applications such as databases, word processors and spreadsheets
Skill in operating and troubleshooting of sampling or laboratory equipment
Skill in reading and interpreting maps, diagrams, plans and blueprints
Skill in data analysis
Oral and written communications skills
Skill in dealing effectively with groups or individuals in difficult circumstances
Skill in establishing and maintaining working relationships with coworkers and customers

Confined Space Entry certification (within six months of hire date)
Traffic Control certification (within six months of hire date)
