Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include performing professional epidemiology work by analyzing, interpreting and presenting epidemiological data and designing major research projects or surveillance systems. The work may include supervising work of assigned staff.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This classification is the second level within a three-level classification series. This classification is distinguished from the first level Epidemiologist I in that the incumbent is independently responsible for the design of major research projects or surveillance systems and supervises the work of assigned staff, while the Epidemiologist I initiates epidemiological investigations and analyzes and evaluates data. It is distinguished from the third level Epidemiologist III in that the incumbent does not manage multiple projects, develop policy and determine research or data priorities.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Design and develop methodology or techniques for epidemiological studies and/or public health surveillance systems.

2. Analyze and interpret epidemiological data.

3. Provide technical supervision of assigned staff involved in data collection and management.

4. Act as liaison with other agencies on collaborations for disease surveillance, control, prevention and health intervention activities.

5. Design data management systems and oversee data collection methodology.

6. Communicate with and make presentations and reports to health care providers, community organizations and the public on study results.

7. Write news releases and other publications or major reports.

8. Oversee study and program operations.

9. Consult with health care planners and public health officials to assist in policy development, planning for future service needs, and the development of interventions based on research findings.

10. Perform the duties of Epidemiologist I as required.
11. Perform other duties as assigned.
