Class Summary

The responsibilities of this classification include providing education and behavior-change programs for the diverse populations in King County.

Distinguishing Characteristics

This is a bridge position to the Educator Consultant classification series. This classification is distinguished from Educator Consultant in that incumbents are given guidelines, provide information, and teach off-the-shelf programs. Incumbents in this classification may participate in program and curriculum development.

Examples of Duties (May vary by position)

1. Conduct educational and informational programs for staff, clients, community groups and professionals; answer telephone hotline.

2. Promote and/or market sound, accurate, culturally appropriate educational materials and information.

3. Collaborate with community and department to assess needs and make referrals.

4. Foster and coordinate community and agency partnerships and staff community events.

5. Help assess needs; implement and evaluate education/organizational programs; may assist in program and curriculum development.

6. May conduct presentations for targeted audiences.

7. Implement processes to ensure public involvement.

8. Maintain and update a library of training and reference materials.

9. Gather and assemble data.
10. Perform other duties as assigned.
